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METEORITE CRATER FOUND UNDER NORTH ATLANTIC
Big Splash From an Ancient Fall

It has been 50 million years since anextraterrestrial body landed in the ocean off the Nova
Scotia coast, but the crater left over from this impact is currently making a big splash among
scientists. The crater is the first such structure ever identified in the ocean, reports a pair
of Canadian geologists. Moreover, its identification may help scientists who are trying
to determine whether an earlier impact led to the extinctions of the dinosaurs.

Vrtny prizkum
potvrdil, Ze ziejmé jde o meteoriticky kréter v hloubce 200 m pod hladinou. M& prameér
45km, dnes je prikryty mladSimi sedimenty, které prohluben vyplnily. Soudime,
Ze desetimetrovy meteorit zde spadl do more pied 50 miliony let, ve star§im obdobi tretihor.
