HAVE TO/ HAS TO - "MUSET"

Have to/ has to + infinitiv "bez to"použijeme tehdy, když chceme říci , že něco je NUTNÉ. 

(+ když "ta nutnost"vychází z venčí)
*I have to tidy my room. = Musím si uklidit pokoj. (My mother says I must)

*Students in Britain have to wear school uniforms. (The school rules say they have to, not the students) 

Forms/tvary:

POSITIVE:

I/You/We/They    have to     go out.

He/She/It              has to       go out.

NEGATIVE:

I/You/We/They    don´t have to        be quiet.

He/She/It              doesn´t have to    be quiet.

QUESTION:

Do         I/you/ we/they   have to     go?

Does      he/she/it             have to     go?

SHORT ANSWERS:

Yes, I/you/we/they do.  No, I,........ don´t.
Yes. he/she/it  does. No, he, ..........doesn´t.

Differences /rozdíly - must/have to:

*I must see the film, it´s great! = Musím vidět ten film, je skvělý! (já chci, je to mé přání)

*She has to cook the lunch today. = Musí dnes uvařit oběd. (maminka jí to dala za úkol)
